· supervision by national level on state-run banks;
· building on strengthening continuity (solvency, liquidity, cash flow, ........);
· producing of trustworthy data;

· clear processes (cluster and decrease surplus on fragmentation); 
· failing -> penalty deposit procedure;   
· directed flexibility;
· come back of service aimed mentality.
Macro economical:
· active stimulating of the effective demand;
· striving for balanced (long and short) interest rates, inflation rates and exchange rates; 
· increase of running speed of the money;
· one spot where movements of money-flows in most important currencies are centralized and monitored.
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
